RABBIT ANESTHESIA

| 1. PURPOSE

This Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) describes methods for anesthetizing rabbits.

| 2. RESPONSIBILITY

Principal Investigators (PIs) and their research staff, veterinary care staff.

| 3. INTRODUCTION

3.1. Perform a thorough physical exam and obtain an accurate weight.

3.2.  Withhold food, not water, for a short period of time (1-2 hours) prior to anesthesia.

3.3. Keep animals warm by providing a heat source and monitoring temperature until the animal has recovered from
anesthesia. Care should be taken to not overheat or burn the animals.

3.4. Never leave an anesthetized animal unattended.

3.5. Rabbits can be anesthetized with either inhalant gas or injectable drugs. The use of endotracheal intubations and
inhalant gases is the preferred method of anesthesia whenever possible.
