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For the purpose of this policy, the following definitions apply.  
2.1 “Author” means a student or employee of the University, whether academic or administrative 

and support staff, or any physical person, such as a visiting professor, working or doing research 
at or under the auspices of the University, who has written or created a Work. 
 

2.2 “Software” means any set of instructions that is expressed, fixed, embodied, or stored in any 
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4.2 Exceptions: Notwithstanding section 4.1, copyright in a Work might not belong to the Author if:  
 

a) the Work was created as a result of research sponsored by a third party pursuant to a  
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7.2 There shall be an annual meeting convened by the Office of the Vice-President (Research and 
Innovation), or delegate of the working group identified in 7.1, to review the operation of this 
policy. The focus of such a meeting will be on enhancing the University’s efforts to meet the 
principles and objectives articulated in section 1 while staying current to new developments and 
technologies that could impact the policy.
